INTRODUCTION

The Yukon Housing Corporation
conducted a two-year housing
research project. An initial census
was undertaken in Carmacks.
From the information obtained, the
Community Housing Study Survey
was developed. The survey was
completed in 12 additional
communities including Beaver
Creek, Burwash Landing,
Carcross, Dawson City,
Destruction Bay, Haines Junction,
Marsh Lake, Mayo, Ross River,
Teslin, Watson Lake, and
Whitehorse. The information
obtained about housing quality is
highlighted in the Community
Housing Reports.

The data collected identified six
hundred variables. The data is
stored in a database that will allow
further customized reports to be
done. This will provide
communities and First Nations with
useful information that will help
them to make decisions about
housing improvement priorities.
